Essay I: In this first essay, you will write a detailed narrative about a community you belong to and identify
with.

Essay II: In this essay you build on the skills you practiced in essay one by defining a specific community
that you belong to.

Essay III: In this third essay, you will apply a specific set of criteria to an online community belong to and
evaluate its effectiveness.

Essay IV: In your final major essay you will research a particular problem and suggest a researched solution
to that problem.

Quizzes / Other Assignments: Throughout the semester there will be reading quizzes and other
assignments. Each one of these is designed to help you develop one of the writing projects, so take them and
my feedback seriously as it will help you be a better writer.

Class Discussion Post: With each major essay you will be divided into small discussion groups. In these
groups you will critique specific elements of one another writing. These will largely function as a type of peer
review
