Methods of Teaching and Learning:

All English 1301 instructors will assign a research project with shared parameters that will be
graded by a common rubric. The project will include both a written product and a presentation.
To meet core objectives, students will accurately evaluate, compare, and integrate at least 3
secondary sources; cite sources correctly and appropriately using MLA documentation style; and
work together to improve the product through shared data collection, peer review, and self and
team-member analysis.

Courses in this category focus on developing ideas and expressing them clearly, considering the
effect of the message, fostering understanding, and building the skills needed to communicate
persuasively. Courses involve the command of oral, aural, written, and visual literacy skills that
enable people to exchange messages appropriate to the subject, occasion, and audience.

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e Communications Skill (COM) -- to include effective development, interpretation and expression
