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Course Description: 
Intensive study of and practice in the strategies and techniques for developing research-based 
expository and persuasive texts. Emphasis on effective and ethical rhetorical inquiry, including 
primary and secondary research methods; critical reading of verbal, visual, and multimedia texts; 
systematic evaluation, synthesis, and documentation of information sources; and critical thinking 
about evidence and conclusions. 
 
Prerequisites and/or Corequisites: 
ENGL 1301 or its equivalent with a minimum grade of C or consent of division chair.

Methods of Teaching and Learning: 
By the end of the semester, students will have written three research-based essays totaling 4,500 
words. Students will also write a topic proposal, a research journal (also known as an annotated 
bibliography). Students will pick one topic to focus on throughout the semester with each essay 
building some aspect of their research project. The last paper, the Research Project, should 
express the student’s compentency, analytical skills, and research using MLA formatting.   
 
Course Objectives and/or Competencies: 
This course focuses on developing ideas and expressing them clearly, considering the effect of 
the message, fostering understanding, and building the skills needed to communicate 
persuasively. Courses involve the command of oral, aural, written, and visual literacy skills that 
enable people to exchange messages appropriate to the subject, occasion, and audience. 

• Critical Thinking (CT) -- to include creative thinking, innovation, inquiry, and analysis, 
evaluation and synthesis of information  

• Communications Skill (COM) -- to include effective development, interpretation and 
expression of ideas through written and oral communication 

• Teamwork (TW) -- to include the ability to consider different points of view and to work 
effectively with others to support a shared purpose or goal 

• Personal Responsibility (PR) -- to include the ability to connect choices, actions and 
consequences to ethical decision-making

1. Demonstrate knowledge of the research processes.

3. Develop research plan expanding across a whole semester, focusing on one research 
topic. 

4. Analyze, interpret, and evaluate a variety of texts for the ethical and logical uses of 
evidence. 

5. Employ a writing style that clearly communicates meaning, builds credibility, and 
inspires belief or action.  

6. Apply MLA style conventions. 
 

Course Attendance/Participation Guidelines: 
If a student is not in attendance in accordance with the policies/guidelines of the class as outlined 
in the course syllabus as of the course census date, faculty are required to drop students from 
their class roster prior to certifying the respective class roster. A student’s financial aid will be 
re-evaluated accordingly and the student will only receive funding for those courses attended as 
of the course census date. 

Before the 60% point of the semester, a student who is absent for 25% or more of a face-to-face 
or blended course or who misses 25% or more of assigned work for an online course will be 
withdrawn from the course with a grade of W. A student may also request to be withdrawn with 
a grade of W before the 60% point of the semester. After the 60% point of the semester, the 
student may request to be withdrawn if the student is passing, or be assigned the final grade 
earned at the end of the semester after grades have been updated to reflect missing work.

Unit 0: Introduction Jan. 8-Jan. 12 
Unit 1: Proposal Jan. 15-26: This unit will involve exploring possible topics, 

practice looking at topics from different angles, and choosing a 
topic.  

Unit 2: Definition or 
Evaluation Argument 

Jan. 29-Feb. 23: This unit is the first step in the research process 
as students write their first research journal and write their first 
paper, choosing between these two different types of claims.  
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Unit 3: Cause and Effect or 
Problem/Solution 
Argument 

Feb. 26-Mar. 29: This unit continues the research process as 
students submit their second research journal and write their 
second paper. 

Unit 4: Final Research 
Project 

April 1-April 26: This unit completes the research process, as 
students submit their final research journal and complete their 
major research project. This project can (will) implement the 
first two papers.

Students are expected to improve their own reading, thinking, and writing skills and to assist 
their fellow classmates to do the same. To create comfortable learning environment for all 
present, students are asked to respect their colleagues. Disrespectful comments on discussion 
boards will not be tolerated.
